8. Financial Need: While not a strict requirement, financial need may be considered as part of the application.
9. Scheduled Interview: Commit to attending a scheduled interview with the scholarship
committee.
 
6. 	Submit an official transcript of your grades in a sealed envelope. The transcript must show all test results taken i.e. ​SAT​and/or ​ACT​scores.
 
10. Complete and sign the scholarship application form.

11. Be a law-abiding citizen. Shall not have committed or been a part of any criminal activity.
